· Capital Improvement Fund: Capital Improvement Program - Aging Road & Streets Fund: a fund designated to address repair or replacement of established roads and streets, including patching, striping, and other needs.

· Capital Improvement Fund: Capital Improvement Program - Aging Playground Equipment Fund: a fund designated to address City Parks/Playgrounds equipment owned by the City which is identified as being in need of repair or replacement.
