ORDINANCE NO.  
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 15 OF THE WHITE SULPHUR SPRINGS CODE BY ADDING AN INTERIM LAND USE (ZONING) SECTION AND MAKE MINOR CHANGES IN STYLE.

WHEREAS, the City of White Sulphur Springs has studied the areas within the City of White Sulphur Springs through the adoption of a Growth Policy on May 1, 2017; and

WHEREAS, the Growth Policy identified certain areas within the City as having certain characteristics which relate to land use (zoning) within the City; and

WHEREAS, the City and Meagher County have entered into an Interlocal Agreement for development of a City-County Planning Board; and
WHEREAS, the record of decision as to the Black Butte Copper Project ("The Mine") was made in April of this year and the bonding period expires on The Mine on or about May 19, 2020, which would allow for an influx of individuals and companies interested in The Mine project and intent on construction and development within the city limits prior to completion of a comprehensive land use plan by the City-County Planning Board, leaving White Sulphur Springs potentially exposed to unregulated growth and development which may affect the character of the community and impact upon the public safety, health and welfare; and
WHEREAS, the City believes it is necessary to adopt an Interim set of land use (zoning) provisions based on current characteristics within the City under the present Growth Policy as a starting point for a more comprehensive land use provision; and

WHEREAS, the City is authorized, under §76-2-306 MCA, to adopt an interim policy while studying the issue of land use (zoning) in order to protect the public safety, health, and welfare, without following the procedures otherwise required prior to adoption of a zoning ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the Council desires to maintain the character of the City in the face of potential growth so as to preserve the harmony of the existing neighborhoods and uses and grow logically from those existing uses.

NOW, THEREFORE,  BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of White Sulphur Springs Montana, that Title 15 be amended as follows:

Section 1

Based on the foregoing findings, which are hereby adopted, The City Council of the City of White Sulphur Springs hereby directs the White Sulphur Springs and Meagher County Montana Consolidated Planning Board (hereafter "City-County Planning Board") to give due consideration to the current and future land use (zoning) in and around the city limits of the City of White Sulphur Springs, and the regulations necessary to fulfill the following objectives:

1. Utilize land use planning and regulation to support a mix of residential, commercial and industrial development to accommodate growth and minimize conflict with adjacent areas.

2. Encourage new development to locate within or adjacent to the City.

3. Support the use of building permits within the City's planning area for new construction and remodeling, and explore city-wide adoption of the International Building Code.

4. Support adoption of state building codes to insure safe construction practices.

5. Establish development patterns that are well-designed and ensure properties have access to public services.  

6. Ensure that new developments are located and designed to be safe from natural disasters.

7. Evaluate the Land Users Permitting system and the applicability of city-wide zoning regulations.

Section 2

X-1-1: 
TITLE: 


This Title shall be known and cited as the LAND USE ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WHITE SULPHUR SPRINGS AND THE ONE MILE JURISDICTIONAL AREA, and referred to as the land use title of this code. In accordance with and exercising the authority of Montana Code Annotated section 76-2-301. 

X-1-2:
Purpose
A.
The City Council hereby finds and declares the character of the City of White Sulphur Springs to be found in the City of White Sulphur Springs Growth Policy adopted in 2017 and that §76-2-306 MCA permits a city to adopt an interim land use (zoning) ordinance to preserve the public peace, property, health or safety of an area while the City further studies the issue and contemplates alterations to the current use areas, and may prohibit uses which may be in conflict with the expected land use (zoning) designations while such contemplation or study is occurring, within a reasonable time table.

B.
The purpose of this interim land use (zoning) ordinance is to :

1. Promote the general health, safety and welfare of the public;

2. Promote the livability and environmental quality of the city

3. Promote the visual and aesthetic objectives of the community;

4. Conserve energy and natural resources;

5. Provide adequate light and air;

6. Promote compatible urban growth while protecting agricultural interests

7. Facilitate the adequate provision of public services, including but not limited to: streets/alleys, water, sewer, schools, parks;

8. Promote orderly development according to the existing White Sulphur Springs Growth Policy and adopted city land use and facilities policies;

9. Preserve the character of the district and its peculiar suitability for particular uses

10. Secure safety from fire, panic, and other dangers

11. Regulate and restrict the height and size and configuration of buildings and other structures, the percentage of lot which may be occupied, the size of yards and other open spaces, and the location and use of buildings, structures and land for trade, industry, residences and/or other purposes;

12. Conserve the value of buildings and property and encourage the most appropriate use of land throughout the jurisdictional area.

The City is hereby divided into zones or districts, as shown on the official land use (zoning) map, which, together with all explanatory matter thereon, is hereby adopted by reference and declared to be a part of this chapter.  Within such districts, the City will regulate and restrict the creation, construction, reconstruction, alteration, repair, or use of buildings structures or land.

Chapter 5 - AG - Agricultural District

X-5-1: PURPOSE: 

The intent of the agricultural district, AG, is to discourage small tract development in areas of agriculture importance and in areas of environmental concern. Through the use of this district, the intent is to encourage agricultural pursuits and protect environmental concerns. 

X-5-2: PERMITTED USES: 

In all the AG districts, no building or land shall be used and no building or structure shall be erected, altered or enlarged which is arranged, intended or designed for other than one of the uses listed below:


· Accessory uses and buildings, including single- and multi-family dwellings to house employees working on the farm or ranch.

· Agricultural uses.

· Daycare home (meeting state requirements).

· Home occupations.

· Public and private parks.

· Sales, on the premises, of products produced thereon.

· Single-family dwellings (including modular and manufactured homes).

· Veterinary clinics. 

Chapter 6 Residential Districts

X.06.010 PURPOSE OF RESIDENTIAL USE DISTRICTS.

Five residential zone classifications permit a variety of housing and population densities without conflict. Protection is provided against hazards, objectionable influences, traffic, building congestion and lack of light, air and privacy. Certain essential and compatible public service installations are permitted in residential use districts.

A. The single-family residential – (R-1) is a residential zone classification requiring the lowest density of population within the City, providing protection against hazards, objectionable influences, building congestion and lack of light, air and privacy. Certain essential and compatible public service facilities and institutions are permitted in this district. This zoning classification is intended to be applied to some portions of the City that are designated low-density residential (zero to five dwellings per acre) under the City of White Sulphur Springs comprehensive plan.

B. The medium-density residential (R-2) is a residential zone classification permitting a higher density of population including the establishment of duplex dwellings and providing for these single-and two-family residences a high degree of protection from hazards, objectionable influences, building congestion and lack of light, air and privacy. Certain essential and compatible public service facilities and institutions are permitted in this district. This zoning classification is intended to be applied to some portions of the City that are designated medium-density residential (5.1 to 10 dwellings per acre) under the City of White Sulphur Springs comprehensive plan.

C. The medium-density residential small lot (R-2S) is a residential zone classification permitting a higher density of population, encouraging small lot development conducive to energy conservation and to other factors contributing to the production of affordable housing, and including the establishment of duplex dwellings and providing for these one- and two-family residences a high degree of protection from hazards, objectionable influences, building congestion and lack of light, air and privacy. Certain essential and compatible public service facilities and institutions are permitted in this district. This land use classification is intended to be applied to some portions of the City that are designated medium-density residential (5.1 to 10 dwellings per acre) under the City of White Sulphur Springs comprehensive plan.

D. The multiple-family residential use district (R-3) is a residential zone classification allowing for the location of multiple-family dwellings, duplexes and attached and detached one-family dwellings and providing a high degree of protection for such uses and adjacent low-density residential development. This classification shall be designed to give protection from hazards, objectionable influences, building congestion, and lack of light, air, and privacy. Certain essential and compatible public service facilities and installations are permitted in this district. This land use classification is intended to be applied to some portions of the City that are designated high-density residential (10.1 or more dwellings per acre) under the City of White Sulphur Springs comprehensive plan..

X.06.025 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DESIGN STANDARDS.

Any one-family attached dwelling, one-family detached dwelling or designated manufactured or modular home shall meet the following minimum requirements:

A.
All dwellings shall be placed on permanent foundations.

B.
At the time of construction, all new single-family dwellings shall be new, not having been previously titled to a retail purchaser and not meeting the definition of a “used mobile home” as defined in X.9.002. 

Chapter 7 Central and Neighborhood Highway Business Districts (CBD and NHB)
X-07.001
Central Business District

A district intended to provide a variety of both commercial and residential uses. Commercial uses would typically include a mix of retail, office, restaurant and other similar uses. This district is intended more for a core or central area, but is similar to and may be overlapped by the Neighborhood Highway Business District.  
X.7.002

Neighborhood Highway Business Districts

A district which provides for a variety of sales and service establishments to serve both the residents of the area and the traveling public. This district is designated as commercial with some mixed use, and may include open recreation areas.  

X.7.003

Permitted Uses

Uses permitted in these area may include:

Chapter 8 P-O Parks and Open Space District

X-8-1: PURPOSE: 


The intent of the Public and open space district, P-O, is to provide for public areas, like parks and play areas as well as public buildings and quasi-public uses. Some overlap may occur with the business corridor districts. 

X-8-2: PERMITTED USES: 

In a P-O district, no building or land shall be used and no building or structure shall be erected, altered or enlarged, which is arranged or intended or designed for other than one of the uses listed below:


· Accessory uses.

· Aircraft/small airport uses.

· Community Center

· Fairgrounds (public)

· Museums, cultural facilities and libraries.

· Parks, playgrounds, ball fields and publicly owned open space.

· Post Office

· Public buildings, i.e., fire and police stations, jail, etc.

· Safe houses

· Schools (public and quasi-public). 

Chapter 9
Light Industrial
X.9.001

Purpose

The intent of this district is to establish areas within the City which are primarily industrial or manufacturing in nature, and to provide opportunities for a variety of employment and community service functions within the community while providing predictability.

X.9.002

Permitted Uses
The permitted uses to be found in this district will be compatible with each other when the standards of this chapter are met and any applicable conditions of approval have been satisfied. Uses may include:

· Accessory uses.

· Aircraft/small airport uses.

· Auto sales and/or repair (including RV, boats, motorcycles)

· Auto service station

· Bakery

· Banks and financial institutions

· Brewery

· Car Wash

· Casino

· Feed/seed/processing/cleaning

· Fertilizer, bulk sales

· Food processing

· Foundry and metal fabrication

· Green houses, nursery centers, landscaping materials

· Heavy equipment sales and service

· Hotel/Motel (NHB)

· Lumber/building materials sales with display/storage

· Laundromats or dry claners

· Mixed Use (main level business and upper level residential)

· Police and fire stations

· Post Office

· Rental service stores/yards

· Repair shops

· Restaurants/bars

· Retail Business

· Shooting/archery range (indoor)

· Taxidermy facilities

· Technology - research, design, engineering and telecommunications facilities

· Truck and Trailer rental

Chapter 10 Manufactured, Modular, and Mobile Homes,  and Recreational Vehicles, Parks or Communities
X.10.001
Purpose

The intent of this designation is to allow modular homes, mobile homes, manufactured homes and recreational vehicle housing within specified zoning districts within the city limits. Such dwellings may be permitted subject to requirements and procedures established herein to ensure conformance with the dwellings constructed in the same district or area.  It is the intent of this section to permit only those homes meeting the Mobile Home Construction and Safety Standards of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, except as otherwise allowed under this part.
X.10.002

Definitions
1) "Camper": as defined in MCA 61-1-101(6)(a)
2) "Housetrailer": A form of housing designed to be moved from one place to another by an independent power connected to the housetrailer, which is either 8 feet wide or less or 45 feet long or less

3) "Manufactured home": a residential dwelling built in a factory in accordance with the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development code and federal Manufactured Home Construction and Safety Standards.  It does not include a mobile home or a housetrailer.

4) "Mobile Home": means forms of housing known as "trailers", "housetrailers", or "trailer coaches" exceeding 8 feet in width or 45 feet in length, designed to be moved from one place to another by an independent power connected to the mobile home or any trailer, housetrailer, or trailer coach up to 8 feet in width or 45 feet in length use as a principal residence.
5) "Modular Home": a dwelling unit meeting the standards of the International Building Code which was mass produced in a factory, designed and constructed for transportation to a site for occupancy when connected to the required utilities and when permanently anchored to a permanent foundation, and which does not have integral wheel, axels or hitch.
6) "Recreational Vehicle": a vehicular type unit primarily designed as temporary living quarters for recreational, camping or travel use which either has its own mode of power or is mounted on or towed by another vehicle, including but not limited to a travel trailer, camping trailer, truck camper or motor home.
7) "Short-term rental": a dwelling,  vacation home, tourist home as defined in §50-51-102 MCA, an accessory dwelling unit, or room within a vacation home or dwelling, which is rented by or on behalf of the owner to the general public for compensation for transient occupancy and is not subject to the Montana Landlord Tenant Act. 

8) "Used Mobile Home": a mobile home which has been previously owned by another individual.

X.10.003

Allowed Areas
A. Manufactured homes and mobile homes (aka housetrailers), when located as part of a home park or community,  may be located within the CBD, NHB, L-1,  and multi-family residential districts.  When located in these districts, the individual residence must be connected to separate water and sewer hookups.

B. Manufactured homes and modular homes are allowed within the single-family residential areas if the home is on a permanent foundation and has separate water and sewer hookups.  Such homes must be sited on the property so as to blend in with other site built residences.  Homes presently existing which meet the definition of manufactured or modular homes, which are altered or removed may not be replaced with another manufactured or modular home unless the home meets the current Mobile Home Construction and Safety Standards of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. Such homes may not be sited within the floodplain. Mobile homes which are altered or removed may not be replaced with another mobile home and may not be sited in the floodplain.
C. Manufactured homes, modular homes, mobile homes, and recreational vehicles, including campers, may be located in a home park or community, or a trailer court and used for residential purposes provided the following criteria are met:

1. Each home must be on a separate pad;

2. Each home must have its own hookups for water and sewer;

3. Each home must have access to electrical;

4. Each home must be finished for general residential occupancy. [ie: may not consist of a tent, tepee, yurt, or other unfinished structure] 
D. Manufactured homes, mobile homes and recreational vehicles may not be used for secondary residences on a property, auxiliary residences, or for short-term rentals .
E. Recreational vehicles, campers, etc. may not be connected to a residential supply for water or sewer by the property owner for the purpose of augmenting the residential bed space of the residence.
Chapter 11 Conditional Use Permits

X-11-001: INTENT: 


The intent of conditional use permits is to provide for specific uses, other than those specifically permitted in each district, which may be appropriate in the district under certain safeguards or conditions. No structure or land may be used for any purpose in any district where such use is not a permitted use, unless such use is approved for a conditional use permit and approval for that use is obtained through the proper procedure as outlined in this chapter. 
Property which is in use at the time of passage of this ordinance, but is outside the designated zone for the use is deemed to be grandfathered and is granted a Conditional Use Permit.  Such permit expires at such time as the property is altered or the use ceases.
X-11-002: APPROVAL CRITERIA: 


The City Council may approve the conditional use permits after considering facts presented on the application and it is concluded:

A. The proposed use meets all submittal requirements as contained in this chapter.

B. The proposed use will not, particularly because of conditions imposed, be detrimental to the public health, safety, or general welfare of persons residing or working in the vicinity, or injurious to property or improvements in the vicinity.

C. The proposed use will comply with the regulations and standards specified in this title for such use.

D. The granting of the conditional use permit will be in general compliance with the White Sulphur Springs area Growth Policy and the requirements set forth in this title.

E. The proposed use conforms to the standards of this title including, but not limited to, density, lot coverage, yards and height limitations as set forth in this title, unless otherwise provided for in this code.

F. The proposed use has been duly noticed, a public hearing has been held in accordance with section X.11.008 of this chapter, and the public has been given sufficient opportunity to be heard. 

X-11-003: PRE-APPLICATION MEETING: 
Prior to making formal application, the applicant shall meet with the Mayor, or designee, generally the City Engineer or the Land Use Administrator, to discuss the proposed application. The Mayor or designee shall advise the applicant as to specific concerns relating to the site and may request any additional information deemed appropriate to assist in making a recommendation to the City Council. 

At the written request of the applicant, the requirement for a pre-application meeting may, at the discretion of the City Engineer or Mayor, be waived. 

X-11-004: APPLICATION: 

A. Submittal Requirements: Every application for a conditional use permit is evaluated in terms of its compliance with the criteria found in section X.11.005of this chapter and the following application requirements:

1. General Information:

a. Name of project/development.

b. Location of project/development by street address.

c. Location map, including area within one-half (1/2) mile of site.

d. Name and mailing address of developer and owner.

e. Name and mailing address of engineer/architect, landscape architect and/or planner.

f. Date of plan preparation and changes.

g. North point indicator.

h. Suggested scale of one inch to twenty feet (1" = 20'), but not less than one inch to one hundred feet (1" = 100').

i. Zoning classification within two hundred feet (200').

2. Site Plan Information:

a. Boundary line of property with dimensions.

b. Location, identification and dimension of the following existing and proposed data, to a distance of one hundred feet (100') outside site plan boundary unless otherwise stated:

1) Topographic contours at a minimum interval of two feet (2'), or as determined by the City Engineer;

2) Adjacent streets and street rights of way to a distance of one hundred fifty feet (150'), except for sites adjacent to major arterial streets where the distances shall be two hundred feet (200');

3) On site streets and rights of way;

4) Ingress and egress points;

5) Traffic flow on site;

6) Traffic flow off site;

7) Utilities and utility rights of way or easements for: electric, natural gas, telephone, cable TV, water and sewer (sanitary, treated effluent and storm);

8) Buildings and structures;

9) Parking facilities, including bicycle racks;

10) Water bodies, and wetlands;

11) Surface water holding ponds, streams and irrigation ditches;

12) Grading and drainage plan;

13) Significant rock outcroppings;

14) Sidewalks, walkways, driveways, loading areas and docks, bikeways;

15) Provision for handicapped accessibility, including, but not limited to, wheelchair ramps, parking spaces, and handrails, and curb cuts;

16) Fences and walls;

17) Exterior signs;

18) Exterior refuse collection areas;

19) Exterior lighting;

20) Landscaping, detailed plan.

c. Number of employee and nonemployee parking spaces, existing and proposed, and total square footage of each.

d. Site statistics including site square footage, nonresidential building square footage, percent of site coverage (building and parking), net dwelling unit density, percent of park or open space.

e. A reproducible copy of the site plan with appropriate signatures shall be submitted upon approval.

3. Building Information (On Site):

a. Elevation: Building elevation of all exterior walls of the building(s) or structure(s).

b. Materials To Be Used: The applicant is encouraged to consider the effect of color in creating a design character that is appropriate for and compatible with the area.

c. Height Above Mean Sea Level: Height above mean sea level of the elevation of the lowest floor and location of lot outfall when the structure is proposed to be located in a floodway or floodplain area.

4. Permits: A listing of all required and applicable permits and status of applications.

B. Filing Of Application; Fee: After the applicant has met with the planning board, all applications for conditional uses, including all required supportive information, shall be filed with the Clerk/Treasurer of the Council. Applications shall be accompanied with appropriate filing fee as set by resolution of the Council. 

X.11.005

Review Criteria/Requirements
The following criteria must be considered in determining whether to issue a conditional use permit.

1. Conformance to and consistency with the City's adopted growth policy.

2. Conformance to the chapter, including cessation of any current violations.

3. Conformance with all other applicable laws, ordinances and regulations.

4. General conformance with the land use (zoning) provisions of this Title.

5. Conformance with any community design provisions. 

a. consideration of impact on existing traffic and parking conditions; 

b. pedestrian and vehicular ingress/egress and circulation; 

c. loading and unloading areas and issues; 

d. site surface drainage and stormwater control; 

e. utilities; 
f. compatibility with the community, the environment and the neighborhood; 
g. public health, safety and welfare considerations.

6. Ability to respond to and resolve any objections raised by the public during consideration of the application.

X-11-006: NOTICE OF HEARING: 

A. Required: Upon receipt of a conditional use application, the Land Use Administrator will give notice of the public hearing to be held before the City Council.

B. Contents Of Notice: The notice will further specify the date, time and place of the public hearing. It shall specify the name and address of applicant, the name and address of the owner of record of the property (if different from the applicant), the street address or its location by approximate distances from the nearest major street or road intersections so the property can be easily identified, and a brief statement of the nature of the hearing.

C. Publication: The notice will be published at least once in the official newspaper of the town, not more than thirty (30) days or less than fifteen (15) days prior to the scheduled public hearings.

D. Written Notice: The Clerk/Treasurer of the City Council will send letters to all property owners within a one block radius. 

X-11-007: PRE-COUNCIL REVIEW: 


Upon reviewing the application at a publicly noticed meeting chaired by the Mayor, sitting without vote, the City Engineer or other designee of the Mayor (Review Team) shall meet and consider the application and recommend to the City Council the granting, modification, or denial of the conditional use permit. The decision shall contain findings of fact showing where the proposed conditional use application and project fulfilled or failed to fulfill the requirements as set forth in section X.11.005 of this chapter. A copy of the recommendation shall be filed with the Clerk/Treasurer and a copy mailed to the applicant. 

X-11-008: COUNCIL REVIEW: 


The City Council shall consider the conditional use permit on the date, time and place set for the public hearing, typically during a regularly scheduled Council meeting. Such hearing may be continued to another date, time, and place as specified by the City Council. The Clerk/Treasurer shall be responsible for publication of the meeting notice. During the hearing, the Public shall be given an opportunity to comment on the application.
X-11-009: DECISION ON PERMIT ISSUANCE; EFFECT: 

A. Council Decision: Upon the conclusion of the public hearing, the City Council may grant, modify, or deny the conditional use permit. The decision of the City Council shall contain findings of fact showing where the conditional use application and project fulfilled or failed to fulfill the requirements as set forth in section 11.005 of this chapter. A copy of the decision shall be filed with the Clerk/Treasurer and a copy mailed to the applicant.

B. Conditions Of Approval: In granting a conditional use permit, the City Council may impose such conditions as it deems necessary and desirable to protect the public health, safety and general welfare.

Verification: The conditional use permit, when approved by the City Council, shall be verified, signed and issued by the Mayor or City Engineer. The applicant, upon receiving the conditional use permit (including final site conditions and approved final site plan), may then obtain a land use permit from the Mayor or City Engineer.
Section 
Repealer.
All resolutions, ordinances, and sections of the White Sulphur Springs Municipal Code and parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 
Severability.  If any provisions of this ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstances is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this ordinance which may be given effect without the invalid provision or application and, to this end, the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable.

Section 

EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days after second reading and final adoption as provided by law.

CODIFICATION.  Upon Final Passage and Adoption, the City Clerk is authorized to publish the foregoing ordinance, making amendments as to referenced code sections, notations, and grammar as well as style to be consistent with the ordinance as passed and shall insert this ordinance and shall remove the prior provisions inconsistent with the current ordinance, as passed and adopted, in any official publication or on-line version of the White Sulphur Springs Municipal Code.
