ORDINANCE NO. 373
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 10 OF THE WHITE SULPHUR SPRINGS MUNICIPAL CODE BY CLARIFYING THE DEFINITION OF VEHICLES; ADDRESSING WRECKED, ABANDONED OR JUNK VEHICLES; RE-ORDERING THE DEFINITIONS SECTION ALPHABETICALLY AND CONFORMING THE DEFINITIONS TO THE STATE CODE; ADDRESSING THE PARKING OF VEHICLES ALONG THE ROAD OR OTHER AREAS; AND CLARIFYING HANDICAP PARKING; AND MAKING AMENDMENTS AS TO STYLE AND FORM FOR PURPOSES OF REFERENCE AND CODIFICATION.

WHEREAS, the City of White Sulphur Springs has adopted Title 10 which regulates vehicles and parking within the City; and

WHEREAS, the City of White Sulphur Springs has determined the need to clarify the definition of vehicles, addressing wrecked, abandoned or junk vehicles, re-order the definitions section alphabetically, conforming the definitions to compare with the state code, addressing the parking of vehicles along the road or other areas, and clarifying handicap parking; and

WHEREAS, the City Council believes it is in the interests of all to conform traffic and parking definitions to the Montana State Code, re-order the definitions alphabetically for ease of reference, regulate the parking of vehicles within the City of White Sulphur Springs, including what happens with wrecked, abandoned or junk vehicles, regulating where parking is appropriate on roads and on other areas, and clarify handicap parking within the City;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of White Sulphur Springs Montana, that Title 10 be amended as follows:

Section 1

10.02.010
Definitions.  The following words and phrases when used in this chapter shall have the meanings respectively ascribed to them.  

1)  23)
“Alley” means that thoroughfare which intersects blocks of the city at the rear of the lots of said blocks or transverses blocks between regularly established streets.  

2) 5)
“Bicycle” means:  

a. Every A vehicle propelled solely by human power upon which any person may ride, having two tandem wheels and a seat height of more than 25 inches from the ground when the seat is raised to its highest position ,irrespective of the number of wheels, except scooters, wheelchairs, and similar devices; or 

b. Every vehicle equipped with two or three wheels, foot pedals to permit muscular propulsion and an independent power source providing a maximum of 2 brake horsepower An electrically assisted bicycle. 

3) 35)
“Business District” means the territory contiguous to and including a public thoroughfare when within 150 feet there are buildings in sue use for business or industrial purposes, including but not limited to hotels, banks, or office buildings, and public buildings which occupy at least 300 feet of frontage on one side or 300 feet collectively on both sides of the public thoroughfare.  

4) 26)
“Controlled-access Highway” means every highway, street, or roadway in respect to which owners or occupants of abutting property or lands and other persons have no legal right of access to or from the same except at such points only and in such manner as may be determined by the public authority having jurisdiction over such highway, street or roadway.  

5)  28)
“Crosswalk” means: 

a. That part of a roadway at an intersection included within the connections of the lateral lines of the sidewalks on opposite sides of the highway measured from the curbs or, in the absence of curbs, from the edges of the traversable roadway; 

b. Any portion of a roadway at an intersection or elsewhere distinctly indicated for pedestrians crossing by lines or other markings on the surface.  

6)  30)
“Curb Loading Zone” means a space adjacent to a curb reserved for the exclusive use of vehicles during loading or unloading of passengers.

7) 15)
“Driver” means every person who drives or is in actual physical control of a vehicle.
8)  32)
“Freight Curb Loading Zone” means a space adjacent to a curb for the exclusive use of vehicles during the loading or unloading of freight.  

9) 24)
“Laned Roadway” means a roadway which is divided into two or more clearly marked lanes for vehicular traffic.  

10) 27)
“Intersection” means: 

a. The area embraced within the prolongation or connection of the lateral curb lines, or if none, then the lateral boundary lines of the roadway of the two highways which join one another at or approximately at right angles, or the area within which vehicles traveling upon different highways joining at any other angle may come in conflict.  

b. Where a highway includes two roadways 30 feet or more apart, then every crossing of each roadway of such divided highway by any intersecting highway shall be regarded as a separate intersection.  In the event such intersecting highway also includes two roadways 30 feet or more apart, then every crossing of two roadways of such highway shall be regarded as a separate intersection.  

11) 6)
“Motorcycle” means a motor vehicle having not more than three wheels in contact with the ground and a saddle on which the operator sits or a platform on which he stands and a driving wheel in contact with the ground in addition to the wheels of the vehicle itself equipped with a seat or saddle for the use of the operator and designated to travel on not more than thee wheels in contact with the ground.  A motorcycle may carry one or more attachments and a seat for the conveyance of a passenger, but excluding a tractor, or bicycle, or a moped as defined in 61-8-102 MCA, a motorized nonstandard vehicle, or a two-or three-wheeled all-terrain vehicle used exclusively on private property.  

12) 14)
“Official Time Standard”  whenever certain hours are named herein, shall mean standard time or daylight saving time as may be in current use in the city.  

13) 33)
“Official Traffic-Control Devices” means all signs, signals, markings and devices not inconsistent with this chapter, placed or erected by the authority of a public body or official having jurisdiction, for the purpose of regulating, warning, or guiding traffic.  

14) 13)
“Park”, when prohibited, means the standing of a vehicle, whether occupied or not, otherwise than temporarily for the purpose of and while actually engaged in loading or unloading.  

15) 31)
“Passenger Loading Zone” means a place adjacent to a curb reserved for the exclusive use of vehicles during loading or unloading of passengers. 

16) 16)
“Pedestrian” means any person on afoot or any person in a manually or mechanically propelled wheelchair or other low-powered, mechanically propelled vehicle designed specifically for use by a physically disabled person.  

17) 20)
“Private Road or Driveway” means every way or place in private ownership and used for vehicular travel by the owner and those having express or implied permission from the owner, but not by other persons.  

18) 17)
“Police Officer” means every officer of the city police or sheriff's department or any officer authorized to direct or regulate traffic or to make arrests for violation or traffic regulations.  

19) 7)
“Railroad” means a carrier of persons or property upon cars, other than streetcars, operated upon stationary rails.  

20) 8)
“Railroad Train” means a steam engine, electric or other motor, with or without cars coupled thereto, operated upon rails, except streetcars.  

21) 36)
“Residence District” means the territory contiguous to and including a public thoroughfare not comprising a business district when the property on such thoroughfare for a distance of 150 feet or more is in the main improved with residences or residences and buildings in use for business.  

22) 10)
“Right-of-way” means the privilege of the immediate use of the public thoroughfare.  

23) 21)
“Roadway” means that portion of a street or highway improved, designed, or ordinarily used for vehicular travel, exclusive of the berm or shoulder.  In the event a highway includes two or more separate roadways, the term “roadway” as used herein shall refer to any such roadway separately but not to all such roadways collectively.  

24) 29)
“Safety Zone” means the area or space officially set apart within a roadway for the exclusive use of pedestrians and which is protected or is marked or indicated by adequate signs as to be plainly visible at all times while set apart as a safety zone.  

25) 22)
“Sidewalk” means that portion of a street between the curb lines or the lateral lines of a roadway and the adjacent property lines intended for the use of pedestrians.  

26) 11)
“Stop” means the complete cessation of movement.  

27) 12)
“Stop, Stopping, or Standing”, when prohibited, means any stopping or standing of a vehicle, whether occupied or not, except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with the directions of a police officer, or traffic-control sign or signal.  

28) 19)
“Street or Highway” means the entire width between the boundary lines of every publicly maintained way when any part thereof is open to the use of the public for the purpose of vehicular travel.  

29) 25)
“Through Highway” means every street or highway or portion thereof at the entrances to which vehicular traffic from intersecting streets or highways is required by law to stop before entering or crossing the same, provided that proper signs are erected as provided in this chapter.  

30) 9)
“Traffic” means pedestrians, ridden or herded animals, vehicles and other conveyances either singly or together while using any public thoroughfare, for purposes of travel.  

31) 34)
“Traffic-Control Signal” means any device, whether manually, electrically, or mechanically operated by which traffic is alternately directed to stop and proceed.  

32) 18)
“Traffic Division” means the traffic division of the city police or sheriff's department, or in the event a traffic division is not established, then said term whenever used herein shall be deemed to refer to the police or sheriff's department.  

33) 1)
“Vehicle” means every device in, upon, or by which any person or property is or may be transported or drawn upon a thoroughfare, except devises moved by animal power or used exclusively upon stationary tracks or rails.  

a.  4)
“Authorized Emergency Vehicle” means vehicles of the fire department, police vehicles and such ambulances and emergency vehicles as are designated or authorized by the commissioner of law enforcement or the chief of police equipped with audible and visual signals as required under 61-9-401 and 61-9-402 MCA and operated when responding to or returning from an emergency call or operated in another official capacity.
b.   3)
“Commercial Vehicle” means every vehicle designed, maintained, or used primarily for the transportation of property a motor vehicle or combination of motor vehicles used in commerce to transport passengers or property and meeting the definition found in 61-1-101(10) MCA.  

c.  2)
“Motor Vehicle” means every vehicle propelled by its own power and designed primarily to transport persons or property and includes a quadricycle or golf cart if equipped for use as prescribed in Title 61, chapter 9 of the Montana Code, or as stated in 61-1-101(47) MCA.  
10.02.020
Enforcement and Obedience to Traffic Regulations.  

1) 
Authority of Police and Fire Department Officials.  
a. It shall be the duty of the officers of the police or sheriff's department or such officers as are assigned by the cChief of pPolice to enforce all street traffic laws of the state and the cCity.  

b. Officers of the police or sheriff's department or such officers as are assigned by the cChief of pPolice are hereby authorized to direct all traffic by voice, hand, or signal, provided that in the event of a fire or other emergency or to expedite traffic or to safeguard pedestrians, officers of the police or sheriff's department may direct traffic or to safeguard pedestrians, officers of the police department may direct traffic as conditions may require.  

c. Officers of the fire department, when at the scene of a fire, may direct or assist the police in directing traffic thereat on scene or in the immediate vicinity.  

2) 
Required in Obedience to Traffic Regulations.  It shall be unlawful for any person to do any act forbidden or fail to perform any act required herein.  

3) 
Obedience to Police, Sheriff,  or  Fire Department Officials.  It shall be unlawful for any person to willfully fail or refuse to comply with any lawful order or direction of a police officer, sheriff's deputy, or fire department official.  

4) 
Persons Propelling Pushcarts or Riding Animals to Obey Traffic Regulation.  Every person propelling any pushcart or driving any animal-drawn vehicle, or riding an animal upon a roadway shall be subject to the provisions of this chapter applicable to the driver of any vehicle, except those provisions which by their very own nature can have no application.  

5) 
Use of Coasters, Roller Skates and Similar Devices Restricted.  It shall be unlawful for any person upon roller skates, or riding any coaster, scooter,  toy vehicle, or similar device to go upon any roadway except while crossing a street on a crosswalk, and when crossing such person shall be granted all the rights and shall be subject to all the duties applicable to pedestrians.  This section shall not apply upon any street set aside as a play street.  

6) 
Public Employees to Obey Traffic Regulations.  The provisions of this chapter shall apply to the driver of any vehicle owned by or used in the service of the United States Government, this state, county, or city and it shall be unlawful for any such driver to violate any of the provisions of this chapter, except as otherwise permitted.  

7) 
Authorized Emergency Vehicles.  

a. The driver of an authorized emergency vehicle, when responding to an emergency call or when in the pursuit of an actual suspected violator of the law or when responding to, but not upon returning from, a fire alarm, may exercise the privileges set forth in this section, but subject to the conditions herein stated.  

b. The driver of an authorized emergency vehicle may: 

i. Park or stand irrespective of the provisions of this chapter; 

ii. Proceed past a red or stop signal but only after slowing down as may be necessary for safe operation; 

iii. Exceed the prima facie speed limits so long as he doing so does not endanger life or property; 

iv. Disregard regulations governing direction of movement or turning in specified directions.  

c. The exemptions herein granted to an authorized emergency vehicle shall apply only when the driver of any such vehicle while in motion is making use of an audible or visual signal, or both, meeting the requirements of section 61-9-402, M.C.A.  

d. The foregoing provisions shall not relieve the driver of an authorized emergency vehicle from the duty to drive with due regard for the safety of all persons, nor shall such provisions protect the driver from the consequence of his reckless disregard for the safety of others.  

8) 
Operation of Vehicles on Approach of Authorized Emergency Vehicles.  Upon the immediate approach of an authorized emergency vehicle making use of audible and/or visual signals, the driver of every other vehicle shall yield the right-of-way and shall immediately drive to a position parallel to, and as close as possible to, the right-hand edge or curb of the roadway clear of any intersection and shall stop and remain in such position until the authorized emergency vehicle has passed, except when otherwise directed by a police officer or sheriff's deputy.  
9) 
Operation of Vehicles When Approaching a Stationary Authorized Emergency Vehicle.  Upon approaching an emergency vehicle or police vehicle displaying visible signals of flashing or rotating amber, blue, red, or green lights, the operator of an approaching vehicle shall reduce the vehicle's speed, proceed with caution, and, if possible considering safety and traffic conditions, move to a lane not adjacent to the lane in which the authorized emergency vehicle or police vehicle is located or move as far away as possible and, if changing lanes is not possible, reduce speed and proceed with caution, and maintain the reduced speed, appropriate to the conditions existing, through the area where the authorized emergency vehicle or police vehicle is stopped.
10.02.100
Methods of Parking.  

1) 
Standing or Parking Close to Curb.  It shall be unlawful for any person to stand or park a vehicle in a roadway other than parallel with the edge of the roadway headed in the direction of lawful traffic movement and with the curb-side wheels of the vehicle within 18 inches of the curb or edge of the roadway.  
2) 
Permit for Loading or Unloading at Angle to Curb.  

a. The cChief of pPolice is authorized to issue special permits for the backing of a vehicle to the curb for the purpose of loading or unloading merchandise or materials subject to the terms and conditions of such permit.  Such permits may be issued either to the owner or lessee of real property or to the owner of the vehicle.  

b. It shall be unlawful for any permittee or other person to violate any of the special terms or conditions of any such permit.  

3) 
Lights on Parked Vehicles.  

a. Whenever a vehicle is lawfully parked at night-time upon any street within a business or residence district, no lights need be displayed upon such parked vehicle.  

b. Whenever a vehicle is parked upon a street or highway outside of a business or residence district during the hours between one-half hour after sunset and one-half hour before sunrise, such vehicle shall be equipped with one or more lamps which shall exhibit a white light on the roadway side visible from a distance of 500 feet to the front of the vehicle and a red light visible from a distance of 500 feet to the rear.  

c. Any lighted headlamps upon a parked vehicle shall be depressed or dimmed.  

10.02.110
Stopping, Standing, or Parking Prohibited in Specified Places.  

1) 
Stopping, Standing, or Parking Prohibited.  

a. It shall be unlawful for any person to stop, stand, or park a vehicle, except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with law or the direction of a police officer or traffic-control device in any of the following places:  

i. on a sidewalk;  

ii. in front of a public or private driveway;  

iii. within an intersection;  

iv. within 15 feet of a fire hydrant;  

v. on a crosswalk;  

vi. within 20 feet of a crosswalk at an intersection;  

vii. within 30 feet upon the approach to any flashing beacon, stop sign, or traffic-control signal located at the side of a roadway;  

viii. between a safety zone and the adjacent curb or within 30 feet of points on the curb immediately opposite the ends of a safety zone, unless the cChief of pPolice has indicated a different length of a zone by signs or markings;  

ix. within 50 feet of the nearest rail of a railroad crossing;  

x. within 20 feet of the driveway entrance to any fire station and on the side of a street opposite the entrance to any fire station within 75 feet of said entrance when properly signposted;  

xi. alongside or opposite any street excavation when stopping, standing, or parking would obstruct traffic;  

xii. on the roadway side of any vehicle stopped or parked at the edge or curb of a street;  

xiii. upon any bridge or other elevated structure upon a highway or within a highway tunnel;  

xiv. at any place where official signs prohibit stopping.  

b. It shall be unlawful for any person to move a vehicle not lawfully under his control into any such prohibited area or away from a curb such distance as is unlawful.  

2) 
Parking Not to Obstruct Traffic.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park any vehicle upon a street, other than an alley, in such a manner or under such conditions as to leave available less than 10 feet of the width of the roadway for free and unobstructed  movement of vehicular traffic.  

3) 
Parking in Alleys.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park a vehicle within an alley in such a manner or under such conditions as to leave available less than 10 feet of the width of the roadway for the free movement of vehicular traffic, and it shall be unlawful for a person to stop, stand, or park a vehicle within an alley in such a position as to block the driveway entrance to any abutting property.  

4) 
All-night Parking Prohibited.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park a vehicle within the business district for a period of time longer than 30 minutes between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 5:00 a.m. of any day, except physicians on emergency calls.  

5) 
Parking of Trucks Prohibited in Business District.  The parking of trucks and/or truck-trailers is hereby prohibited within the business district unless within a designated loading or unloading zone while actively loading or unloading.  

6) 
Parking for Certain Purposes Prohibited.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park a vehicle upon any roadway for the principal purpose of:  

a. Displaying such vehicle for sale;  

b. Washing, greasing, or repairing such vehicle, except repairs necessitated by an emergency.  

7) 
Parking Adjacent to Schools.  

a. The cChief of pPolice is hereby authorized to erect signs indicating no parking upon either or both sides of any street adjacent to any school property when such parking would, in his the Chief of Police's opinion, interfere with traffic or create a hazardous situation.  

b. When official signs are erected indicating no parking upon either side of a street adjacent to any school property as authorized herein, it shall be unlawful for any person to park a vehicle in any such designated place.  

8) 
Parking Prohibited on Narrow Streets.  

a. The cChief of pPolice is hereby authorized to erect signs indicating no parking upon any street when the width of the roadway does not exceed 20 feet or upon one side of a street as indicated by such signs when the width of the roadway does not exceed 30 feet.  

b. When official signs prohibiting parking are erected upon narrow streets as authorized herein, it shall be unlawful for any person to park a vehicle upon any such street in violation of any such signs.  

9) 
Standing or Parking on One-way Streets.  The cChief of pPolice is authorized to erect signs upon the left-hand side of any one-way street to prohibit the standing or parking of vehicles and when such signs are in place, it shall be unlawful for any person to stand or park a vehicle upon such left-hand side of the street.  

10) 
Standing or Parking on One-way Streets and Roadways.  In the event a highway includes two or more separate roadways and traffic is restricted to one direction upon any such roadway, it shall be unlawful for any person to stand or park a vehicle upon the left-hand side of such one-way roadway unless signs are erected to permit such standing or parking.  The cChief of pPolice is authorized to determine when standing or parking may be permitted upon the left-hand side of any such one-way roadway and to erect signs giving notice thereof.  

11) 
No Stopping, Standing, or Parking Near Hazardous or Congested Places.  

a. The cChief of pPolice is hereby authorized to determine and designate by proper signs, places not exceeding 100 feet in length in which the stopping, standing, or parking of vehicles would create an especially hazardous condition or would cause unusual delay in traffic.  

b. When official signs are erected at hazardous or congested places as authorized herein, it shall be unlawful for any person to stop, stand, or park a vehicle in any such designated place.  
10.02.115
Tow Away Zones
a. The Mayor is authorized to designate, lay out and establish tow-away zones and to post proper signs thereon.
b. Parking of vehicles within a designated and posted tow-away zone is prohibited and vehicles in such tow-away zones shall be subject to removal therefrom at the owner's expense. 
c. The vehicle may be towed and returned to the general location as opposed to towed to a storage facility.  The citation issued will include the tow charge in addition to any fine for parking in the restricted area.
10.02.120
Stopping for Loading or Unloading Only.  

1) 
Chief of Police to Designate Curb Loading Zones. The cChief of pPolice is hereby authorized to determine the location of passengers and freight curb loading zones and shall place and maintain appropriate signs indicating the same and stating the hours during which the provisions of this section are applicable.  
2) 
Permits for Curb Loading Zones.  The cChief of pPolice shall not hereafter designate or sign a curb loading zone upon special request of any person unless such person shall make application for a permit for such zone and for two signs to indicate the ends of each such zone.  Said permit fee shall be as set and designated by the council.  

3) 
Standing in Passenger Curb Loading Zone.  It shall be unlawful for any person to stop, stand, or park a vehicle for any purpose or period of time other than for the expeditious loading or unloading of passengers in any place marked as a passenger curb loading zone during hours when the regulations applicable to such curb loading zone are effective and then only for a period not to exceed three minutes.  

4) 
Standing in Freight Curb Loading Zone.  It shall be unlawful for any person to stop, stand, or park a vehicle for any purpose or length of time other than for the expeditious unloading and delivery or pick-up and loading of materials in any place marked as a freight curb loading zone during hours when the provisions applicable to such zones are in effect.  In no case shall the stop for loading or unloading of materials exceed 30 minutes.  

5) 
Chief of Police to Designate Public Carrier Stop and Stands.  The cChief of pPolice is hereby authorized and required to establish bus stops, bus stands, taxicab stands and stands for other passenger common-carrier motor vehicles on such public streets in such places and in such number as he shall determine to be of the greatest benefit and convenience to the public, and every such bus stop, bus stand, taxicab stand, or other stand shall be designated by appropriate signs.  

6) 
Stopping, Standing and Parking of Buses.  

a. The operator of a bus shall not stand or park such vehicle upon any street at any place other than at a bus stand so designated.  

b. The operator of a bus shall not stop such vehicle upon any street at any place for the purpose of loading or unloading passengers or their baggage other than at a bus stop, bus stand, or passenger loading zone so designated, except in case of an emergency.  

c. The operator of a bus shall enter a bus stop, bus stand, or passenger loading zone on a public street in such a manner that the bus when stopped to load or unload passengers or baggage shall be in a position with the right front wheel of such vehicle not farther than 18 inches from the curb and the bus approximately parallel to the curb so as not to unduly impede the movement of other vehicular traffic.  

7) 
Restricted Use of Bus Stands.  It shall be unlawful for any person to stop, stand, or park a vehicle other than a bus in a bus stop, except that the driver of a passenger vehicle may temporarily stop therein for the purpose of and while actually engaged in loading or unloading passengers when such stopping does not interfere with any bus.  

10.02.130
Stopping, Standing, or Parking Restricted or Prohibited on Certain Streets.  

1) 
Application of Section.  The provisions of this section prohibiting the standing or parking of a vehicle shall apply at all times or at those times herein specified or as indicated on official signs, except when it is necessary to stop a vehicle to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with the directions of a police officer or official traffic-control device.  
2) 
Regulations Not Exclusive.  The provisions of this chapter imposing a time limit on parking shall not relieve any person from the duty to observe other and more restrictive provisions prohibiting or limiting the stopping, standing, or parking of vehicles in specified places or at specified times.  

3) 
Parking Signs Required.  Whenever any parking time limit is imposed or parking is prohibited on designated streets, it shall be the duty of the cChief of pPolice to erect appropriate signs giving notice thereof and such regulations shall not be effective unless said signs are erected and in place at the time of any alleged offense.  

10.02.140
Regulating Kinds and Classes on Traffic on Certain Streets.  

1) 
Load Restrictions upon Vehicles Using Certain Streets.  When signs are erected by the authority of the council giving notice thereof, it shall be unlawful for any person to operate any vehicle with a gross weight in excess of the amounts specified.  
2) 
Restrictions upon Use of Streets by Certain Vehicles.  

a. The cChief of pPolice is hereby authorized to determine and designate those heavily traveled streets upon which shall be prohibited the use of the roadway by motor-driven cycles, bicycles, horse-drawn vehicles, or other non-motorized traffic and shall erect appropriate signs giving notice thereof.  

b. 
When signs are so erected giving notice thereof, it shall be unlawful for any person to disobey the restrictions stated on such signs.  

10.02.150
Removal of Parked Cars; Costs.  If at any time a vehicle is parked in a prohibited place or at a time when parking is prohibited and such vehicle is obstructing the free movement of traffic or is causing a traffic hazard or is directly interfering with the maintenance or care or emergency use of the streets and the person in charge cannot be immediately located, or if located, fails, neglects, or refuses to move said vehicle at once, or where a motor vehicle is parked in a parking meter area and is in violation for a period of one hour, the police department may in its discretion in addition to the penalty provided therefor remove or cause to be removed said vehicle, keeping it in its custody or under its control at such place as may be designated by the police department until the owner or his authorized agent applies for same and has paid a reasonable cost for removing and storing said vehicle, which costs shall be assessed and collected by the police department; and providing said vehicle is redeemed within five days, then said charges shall not exceed the sum of $5.00.  If the vehicle is not redeemed within five days, then said cost of redemption shall be the actual cost and expense of tow-in, plus 50¢ per day for storage and said costs and expenses shall be a lien of the city on said vehicle; provided, that when such motor vehicle is interfering with the maintenance or emergency use of the streets by a proper department of the city, but not otherwise violating this chapter, then the police department may remove said vehicle and care for the same, and may in its discretion deliver the same to the owner without any cost or charge for such removal or storage.  

Enforcement; penalty for parking violations.

1) Fines.  A violation of the parking provision shall be punishable by a penalty, and the penalties shall be imposed as follows:
a. The minimum penalty for a violation of 10.02.020 shall be a fine of not less than $50.00 or more than $300.00.
b. The minimum penalty for a violation of 10.02.100 - 10.02.110, 10.02.120 - 10.02.140  shall be a fine of not less than $15.00 or more than $100.00.
c. The minimum penalty for a violation of 10.02.115  shall be a fine of not less than $25.00 or more than $100.00, plus any tow bill incurred.
d. The determination of the exact fine shall be according to a schedule to be adopted by the City Council by resolution.
2) Failure to Pay.  The determining factor with respect to the penalty is the issuance of the citation and not the judgment.  Failure to pay a citation for this violation within 14 days of the issuance of the citation results in an additional administrative charge of $20.00 being assessed along with the fine.
3) Violation for improperly parked vehicle.
a. If any motor vehicle is found to be in violation of any provision of this article, the vehicle may be cited for the appropriate parking violation.  The notice of violation shall be in the form of a citation authorized by the City.  The employee or officer issuing the notice of violation shall note the vehicle's license plate or vehicle identification number and any other information concerning the vehicle which will identify it and, if the driver is not present, shall serve the citation by placing on the vehicle a notice of the parking violation, or alternatively serve directly on the owner/operator of the vehicle in person or serve the citation by regular mail. 
b. The registered owner of a vehicle at the time the violation occurred shall be liable for all fines, fees and penalties related to the specific violation.
c. The registered owner at the time a vehicle is found to be in violation of any provisions of this article shall remain liable for all violations despite having subsequently sold, transferred, or otherwise conveyed the vehicle.

4) The employee or officers under the supervision of the Mayor or Chief of Police  are authorized to provide enforcement of parking regulations and issue related notices of violation for parking violations as set forth in this title or violations of MCA Title 61 and MCA 49-4-302.
5) The original citation must be filed with the City Treasurer and may be disposed of only by official action of the City or by payment of a fine to the City Treasurer.  All payments shall be made to the City Treasurer.
6) Administrative Appeal:  Any person cited for a violation under this title may contest the determination of a violation by submitting a written statement on or before expiration of the 14 day payment period to the City Treasurer. The statement shall be accompanied by a bond in an amount equal to the fine to be imposed plus a $20.00 administrative fee. Upon submission of the written statement and the bond, the Treasurer shall hold the bond and shall submit the written statement to the employee or officer issuing the citation.  The employee or officer shall have 20 days to file a response.  Upon receipt of the response, the statement and response will be reviewed by the Mayor. The Mayor may affirm the citation, modify the citation, or dismiss the citation.  If the citation is affirmed, the City Treasurer shall convert the posted bond to pay the fine and shall notify the owner of the decision.  If the citation is modified, the City Treasurer shall mail written notice of the modification and refund any amount not covered by the bond.  If the citation is dismissed, the City Treasurer shall mail notice of the decision to the owner along with a refund of the bond.
10.02.160
Removal of Abandoned Motor Vehicles; Charges.  The police department is hereby authorized, in addition to any penalty that may be provided therefor, to remove an unidentified, stolen, wrecked, or abandoned motor vehicle, or other personal property as herein defined, found upon any public street or other property of the city and shall keep the same in its custody and control at such place as may be designated by said police department until redeemed by the owner.  All such unidentified, stolen, wrecked, or abandoned motor vehicles or other personal property which now is in the possession of the police department shall be subject to the actual cost of removal or tow-in from the public place and a storage charge of $.50 per day as long as the same is in the possession and custody of said department.  

1) 
"Unidentified Motor Vehicle or Other Personal Property" as used in this chapter is hereby defined to be such motor vehicles or other personal property where ownership thereof cannot be ascertained.  

2) 
"Stolen Motor Vehicle or Other Personal Property" is hereby defined to be that property which the police department has reasonable grounds to believe to be stolen.  

3) 
"Abandoned Motor Vehicle or Other Personal Property" is hereby defined to be a motor vehicle or personal property which remains upon the streets or other public property of the city for a period longer than five days, or upon the right-of-way of any public highway for a period longer than 48 hours, the owner of which cannot be located, or if the owner refuses to remove the same.  

4) 
It shall be unlawful for any owner or any person in charge of a motor vehicle or other personal property to leave or abandon the same upon the streets or public places.

Within 72 hours after any motor vehicle is removed and held by or at the direction of the city police, they shall notify the sheriff of Meagher County that such vehicle was taken into custody and the place where the vehicle is being held.  In addition, the city police shall furnish the sheriff a complete description of the vehicle to include year, make, model, serial number and license number if available, any costs incurred to that date in the removal, preservation and custody of the vehicle and any available information concerning ownership.

Removal of Vehicles from Private Property.  If at any time a vehicle is parked upon private property without the consent of the owner of such property, the police department is hereby authorized to remove said vehicle therefrom and to cause the same to be stored, providing the owner of such private property has first signed a complaint against the owner or operator of said vehicle.

Enforcement of Lien on Properties Impounded.  Any other personal property impounded by the police department and unredeemed by the owner thereof for a period of 60 days shall thereafter be subject to sale by the chief of police to the highest bidder for cash, as hereinafter provided, and the proceeds of said sale shall be applied first to all removal and storage charges accumulated against each article, which shall be deposited with the treasurer and credited with him and shall be kept in a separate fund for a period of one year from the date of receipt and if at the end of said year the former owner of said property has not made satisfactory proof of claim as hereinafter provided, then the balance of said proceeds of sale shall be credited to the general fund of the city.

Proof of Ownership; Appeal; Redemption after Sale.  Any person claiming to be the owner of any impounded personal property shall make written application therefor to the police department and shall furnish such additional proof as may be required to establish said ownership.  If he shall present to said department the proof of his ownership of .said impounded property prior to the date of actual sale thereof pursuant to the provisions of this chapter, then the property itself shall be delivered to said owner, but if said property has been sold, then said department shall endorse its findings of ownership with a copy of the written application which application and findings shall be addressed to the clerk, and if presented within one year after said sale, then such balance of the proceeds of the sale after deductions shall be paid to said owner.  

Any appeal from the removal, storage and publication costs, if any, assessed by the police department shall be in the same manner as provided by law.

Method of Advertisement and Sale.  Whenever the chief of police shall in his discretion decide to offer impounded properties for sale, he shall make a complete and detailed list of said properties to be included in a publication notice of said sale. Said notice of publication of sale shall be published for at least 10 days in a newspaper published in the city.  Said bids when received shall be accepted or rejected as to each separate item of property and only cash bids shall be acceptable to the chief of police.

Removal of Parked, Abandoned, or Salvage Vehicles
1)
Definitions applicable in this part:
a. "Abandoned Motor Vehicle or Other Personal Property" means a motor vehicle or personal property which remains upon the streets or other public property of the City for a period longer than five days, or upon the right-of-way of any public highway for a period longer than 48 hours, the owner of which cannot be located, or if the owner refuses to remove the same.   

b. "Stolen Motor Vehicle or Other Personal Property" means property which the police department has reasonable grounds to believe to be stolen.  

c. "Unidentified Motor Vehicle or Other Personal Property" as used in this means motor vehicles or other personal property where ownership thereof cannot be ascertained. 

d. "Salvage Motor Vehicle" means a vehicle, or parts thereof, which  have been damaged or otherwise destroyed and are incapable of movement due to the damage, and include vehicles which have not been issued a salvage title.

Removal of Parked Cars; Costs.  
1) The police or sheriff's department may, in its discretion, remove or cause to be removed any vehicle under the below-listed circumstances, keeping it in its custody or under its control at such place as may be designated by the police or sheriff's  department:

a. The vehicle is unidentified (without a valid license plate), or stolen; 

b. the vehicle is parked in a prohibited place or at a time when parking is prohibited; and
i.  such vehicle is obstructing the free movement of traffic, or
ii.  is causing a traffic hazard, or 
iii. is directly interfering with the maintenance or care or emergency use of the streets, and, 

c. the person in charge cannot be immediately located, or 
d. if located, fails, neglects, or refuses to move said vehicle at once,.

2) When a vehicle is seized and removed, it shall be held until the owner, or an authorized agent, applies for the release of the vehicle and has paid a reasonable cost for removing and storing the vehicle.

a. The costs shall be assessed and collected by the police or sheriff's department.

b. The costs shall include all costs incurred in removal, storage, and any subsequent sale, including costs of publication of any notices.

c. Provided the vehicle is redeemed within five days, the charges shall not exceed the sum of the actual cost of the tow and a fee equal to the established fine for parking in the location where the vehicle was found. 
d.  If the vehicle is not redeemed within five days, the cost of redemption shall be the actual cost and expense of the tow, plus 50¢ per day for storage, plus the established fine for parking in the location where the vehicle was found.  

e. If the vehicle is not redeemed within 30 days, then the sum due and payable shall be  filed as a lien of the City on the vehicle.

3) When the vehicle is removed because it is interfering with the maintenance or emergency use of the streets by a proper department of the City, but not otherwise violating this chapter, then the vehicle shall be assessed a fine equal to the tow charge and any storage fees if the location was properly posted stating when maintenance is to be performed, and  may, in the discretion of the citing officer, be returned to the owner with a warning and without any cost or charge for the removal or storage.

Removal of Vehicles from Private Property.  
If at any time a vehicle is parked upon private property without the consent of the owner of such property, the police  or sheriff's department is hereby authorized to remove the offending vehicle from the property and  cause the vehicle to be stored, providing the owner of the private property has first signed a complaint against the owner or operator of the offending vehicle.  

10.03.040
Abandoned or Salvage Motor Vehicles.  
1) It is unlawful to park, store,  leave or permit parking or storing of any licensed or unlicensed motor vehicle of any kind, or the parts thereof, on a City street or alley under the following conditions.
a. When a vehicle has been parked for longer than five (5) days;

b. When a vehicle is otherwise deemed to be an abandoned vehicle under this part;

c. When a vehicle is deemed to be a salvage vehicle and is: wrecked, rusted, junked, partially dismantled, or otherwise rendered inoperative or unsafe, and the vehicle is not attended.
2) It is unlawful to park, store,  leave or permit parking or storing of any licensed or unlicensed motor vehicle of any kind, or the parts thereof, upon any public property for a period longer than 48 hours or private property within the City limits, when the vehicle is: wrecked, rusted, junked, partially dismantled, or otherwise rendered inoperative or unsafe, and the vehicle is not attended, unless the vehicle is stored in a completely enclosed building or fenced area screening the storage from public view.

3) Vehicles which are stored in connection with a business enterprise lawfully situated and licensed for the same may be exempt from the above provided the vehicles are not stored on a City street or alley, not parked or stored on property contiguous to a City street or alley not screened from public view, and are otherwise parked lawfully for less than five (5) days, and are not impeding traffic.

4) The accumulation and storage of two (2) or more vehicles, or part(s) thereof, over a period of time, on private property within the City without a valid permit for such accumulation and storage as a valid business enterprise shall constitute a nuisance, which is deemed detrimental to the health, safety and welfare of inhabitants of the City.

a. The removal of the vehicle, or part(s) of the vehicle, shall be the  joint and several duty of the registered owner of the vehicle, the owner of the private property, and/or the lessee or other person in possession of the private property where the vehicle or part(s) are located.

b. The removal shall be to a location outside the City limits or to a building or lot, properly fenced or screened from public view, where the vehicle or part(s) will not be visible or accessible from the street.

5) Abandonment of a vehicle on a public highway, city street, public or private property creates a prima facie presumption the last registered owner of the vehicle is responsible for the abandonment and is liable for the costs incurred in removing, storing, and disposing of the vehicle, less the amount realized if the vehicle is sold.

a. Filing a theft report with a law enforcement agency prior to the abandonment relieves the last-registered owner of liability under this part.
10.03.050
Notice to Owner of Vehicle or Land
1) It shall be the duty of the police or sheriff's department to identify the registered owner of any motor vehicle, or part(s) of the vehicle, which is in violation of any part of this section and provide the City Clerk with the information as to the vehicle owner and the location where the vehicle was located so a Notice of Violation may be sent to the owner of the vehicle and/or the owner or lessee of the property.  
a. The notice shall identify the vehicle and location and describe the violation.

b. The notice shall require the vehicle or parts of the vehicle shall be removed from the City or relocated to a building or fenced storage area which is properly screened from public view within 72 hours from the date of service of the notice.

c. The notice may be given by personal service by either an employee of the City, a member of law enforcement, or by certified mail, return receipt requested.

2) Written notice as required in this section shall be deemed to have been given (constructive notice) when the registered owner of the vehicle or part(s) of the vehicle, or the owner or lessee of the private property either:

a. Refuses to accept the prepaid, United States mail certified letter from the City and the letter is returned from the Post Office marked "refused", or
b. The person to be notified is present in the City but the notification letter is returned marked "unclaimed" by the Post Office.  In which case, the City may provide notice by posting or affixing the notice letter in a conspicuous place at the main entrance or front door of the residence of the person.

3) Written notice shall include the costs of removal, storage, and any publication and other costs associated with the issue, including parking fines and fees.

Public Notice by City Clerk
1) After diligent search and inquiry by the police or sheriff's department, a written notice is not required as stated in 10.03.050(2) above when the registered owner of the vehicle, or the owner or lessee of the private property (or other person n possession of the private property)cannot be found or determined.  In which case, the public notice shall be posted by the City Clerk in three(3) public places in the City for five (5) consecutive days.

2) Such public notice shall inc lude, among other information, "Public Notice: To Whom It May Concern," date of event, legal description of the location where the vehicle was found, including address, a full description of the vehicle or part(s) involved, when available, the last known person in possession of the location, and the date or approximate period of time when the nuisance existed.

Removal of Vehicle by City, Its Agents or Assigned
1) In the event any of the owners or lessees referenced in this section, whether an individual, firm or corporation, fails, neglects or refuses to remove the wrecked or junked vehicle or part(s) of a vehicle, or refuses or fails to house the vehicle or part(s) of a vehicle in a building or area fenced or screened from public view, or otherwise abate the nuisance after the required notice, the City, its agent or assigned, may remove the vehicle or part(s) of a vehicle at a cost based upon the current market rate for towing the vehicle or transporting the part(s), and to be set by resolution with the fines to be assessed for parking violations.

2) The costs shall be collected, joint and severally, from the registered owner of the vehicle or the owner of the private property , in the discretion of the City Mayor.
3) Upon removal by the City, its agents or assigns, the ownership of the vehicle or the part(s) removed shall be vested in the City, its agents or assigns, as applicable.

Enforcement of Lien on Impounded Properties.  
1) Any personal property impounded by the police or sheriff's department and unredeemed by the owner for a period of 60 days following the seizure shall be subject to sale by the Chief of Police, together with the City Mayor, to the highest bidder for cash, as hereinafter provided.  
2) The proceeds of the sale shall be deposited in a City account and applied first to all removal and storage charges, and any publication or other costs accumulated against each article.  The proceeds remaining, if any,  shall be held by the City Treasurer and shall be kept in a separate fund for a period of one year from the date of receipt.  
3) If, at the end of the year, the former owner of the property has not made satisfactory proof of claim, then the balance of the proceeds of the sale shall be credited to the general fund of the City.

Method of Advertisement and Sale of Impounded Properties.  
Any impounded  property which has been held for a minimum of one (1) year and remains unclaimed, is subject to public auction or sale.  The  Chief of Police, in consultation with the City Mayor, shall determine when to offer the  impounded properties for sale.  Prior to a sale, the Chief of Police shall make a complete and detailed list of the impounded properties to be included in a publication notice of the sale. The publication of the notice of sale shall be published for at least 10 days in a newspaper of general circulation in the City.  The costs of the publication shall be added to the costs associated with the impound.  The sale may be by public auction or by submission of written bid.  Written bids, when received, may be accepted or rejected as to each separate item of property and all sales are final only when the successful bidder has provided cash to the Chief of Police or the City Treasurer.

Proof of Ownership; Appeal; Redemption after Sale.  
1) Any person claiming to be the owner of any impounded property shall make written application to the police or sheriff's department and shall furnish such additional proof as may be required to establish ownership of the identified property.  If the putative owner presents the necessary proof of ownership of the impounded property prior to the date of actual sale in accordance with the provisions of this chapter, then the property itself shall be delivered to the owner upon satisfactory payment of all costs related to the transportation and storage of the property.  

2) However, if the subject property has been sold, then Chief of Police or designee shall endorse its findings of ownership and attach the endorsement to a copy of the written application and shall forward the application and findings to the City Clerk.  If the endorsed application is presented within one year after the sale or prior to transfer of the balance to the City General Fund, then the balance of the proceeds of the sale after all deductions for the storage and other costs shall be paid to the endorsed owner.  

3) Any appeal from the removal, storage and publication costs, if any, assessed by the police or sheriff's department shall be in the same manner as provided by law.

Authority of City Mayor to Contract.
The City Mayor is authorized to enter into a written agreement with a duly licensed junk dealer for the removal of wrecked or junked vehicles or part(s) of vehicles under this section.  The consideration for the services of the junk dealer shall be the vehicle or part(s) of the vehicle to be consigned at no expense to the City. The junk dealer, before entering into a contract with the City or being appointed its agent or assign in reference to 10.03.040 and 10.03.070, shall furnish evidence of public liability insurance to adequately protect the agent or assign and the City which is deemed reasonable in the opinion of the City Mayor.  In the event a qualified and suitable junk dealer is not available to contract with or act as the City's agent or assign as provided in this section, the City Mayor is authorized to contract with the lowest responsible bidder to provide for the removal from private property of wrecked or junked vehicles or part(s) of vehicles under 10.03.070.

Penalty.

Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall, upon conviction, unless otherwise specifically designed in this ordinance, be punished by a fine not less than Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) and not exceeding Three Hundred Dollars ($300.00), together with the assessment of any costs incurred by the City in the removal, storage, or publication for sale of any items.

Parking District Designated.  The following shall be and is hereby declared to be an area or district of limited and restricted parking:  Tenth Avenue Northwest and Tenth Avenue Southwest from the North boundary of Hampton Street to the South boundary of Houston Street; Hampton Street from Tenth Avenue Northwest to Fifth Avenue Northeast; Houston Street from Tenth Avenue Southwest to Fifth Avenue Southeast; Fifth Avenue Northeast and Fifth Avenue Southeast from the North boundary of Hampton Street to the South boundary of Houston Street.

Time Limitations.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park any vehicle on the streets, alleys, or other public property within the limits of the parking district for a period longer than or for aggregate periods longer than 12 hours in any one day.

Specific Vehicle Parking Restrictions.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park any vehicle or combination of vehicles attached together on the streets, alleys, or other public property within the limits of the parking district, if the vehicle or combination of vehicles attached together exceed or exceeds 20 feet in overall length, or if the vehicle is a truck which has a manufacturer's rated capacity in excess of 1.5 tons or 3,000 pounds in weight, except while actually loading or unloading passengers or cargo.

Alley Parking Restrictions.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park any vehicle in any alleys of the parking district between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m.  It shall be unlawful for any person to park any vehicle in any alleys of the parking district in such manner as to leave less than 10 feet of unoccupied space for passage of other vehicles.

Parallel Parking.    Except when in obedience to traffic regulations or traffic signs or signals, it shall be unlawful to stop, stand, or park any vehicle in any public street or roadway other than parallel with the edge of the street or roadway, headed in the direction of traffic, and with the curb side wheels of the vehicle within 18 inches of the edge of the street or roadway or of the curbing.

Double Parking Prohibited.  Double stopping, standing, or parking, except in obedience to traffic signs, traffic  regulations, or signals is expressly prohibited and forbidden on all public streets and roadways within the city limits.

School Zone Created.  The following portions of the streets of the city are hereby created as a "School Zone":  That part of Central Avenue beginning at its intersection with Houston Street, continuing south and ending at its intersection with Crawford Street; the intersection of Crawford Street and Central Avenue; that part of Crawford Street beginning at its intersection with Central Avenue, continuing west and ending at its intersection with Second Avenue Southwest.

Speed Limit in School Zone.  On school days, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., it shall be unlawful for any person to travel in a school zone at a speed greater than 15 miles per hour, whether driving a vehicle or otherwise, and School District No. 8 is hereby authorized to place and maintain traffic signs to that effect anywhere in the school zone.

Stops Required in School Zone.  It shall be unlawful at all times for any person to drive any vehicle into the school zone without first bringing the vehicle to a complete stop immediately before reaching the school zone, excepting only that vehicles may be driven without stopping into the school zone at speeds not greater than 15 miles per hour where the zone intersects with Houston Street and where the zone intersects with Second Avenue Southwest; the cCity shall place stop signs at the places where streets intersect with the school zone and stopping is required, but lack of stop signs at places where alleys intersect with the school zone or at other places shall not detract from the requirement that all vehicles must stop.

On school days between 8:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m., it shall be unlawful for any person to park any vehicle on the west side of Central Avenue between Chilton Street and Crawford Street, or on Crawford Street  and MagInnis Street East between Central Avenue and First Avenue Southwest. Either the City or said School District No. 8 may place "No Parking" signs or "No Parking School Zone" signs in the school zone to that effect. Handicap  Parking for the Disabled.

1) 
Definitions.  
a. 
“Physically handicapped disabled” means one who holds a valid driver’s license and owns a motor vehicle, other than a commercial vehicle, and had a permanent physical disability that impairs their mobility when not in a motor vehicle; or regardless of whether they hold a driver’s license or own a motor vehicle, have a permanent physical disability that impairs their driving ability and impairs their mobility when not in a motor vehicle to such an extent that they need to be driven by another person to a destination.  

b. 
“Handicapped Disabled Parking Stall” means one so designated by the use of the nationally recognized handicapped sign or symbol.  

2) 
Parking in designated handicapped disabled stalls.  

Pursuant to the provisions of Title 49, Chapter 4, Part 3, M.C.A., it is unlawful for anyone to park, stop or stand at a designated handicapped disabled parking stall as defined in this chapter, whether on the public right-of-way or in public parking lots, except those displaying a handicap disabled symbol issued by the Division of Motor Vehicles or other competent jurisdiction. 

3) 
Display of handicapped disabled symbol – Privileges.  

a. handicapped Disabled persons, as defined in this chapter, shall be granted the privilege of parking at the designated handicapped disabled locations, as established by the City Council, subject to all other limitations of this title such as time limit, parking close to the curb, etc., only when the handicapped disabled symbol has been prominently displayed in the windshield of the vehicle.  

b. Exception.  The privilege shall not be extended to those persons not disabled, displaying the handicapped disabled symbol while they are not engaged in transporting, delivering or picking up the handicapped disabled.

Duties of law enforcement.  It shall be the duty of law enforcement to enforce the provision of this chapter, issue citations for the violation thereof, and assist in the prosecution of those persons violating this chapter.  

5) 
Duties of other public employees.  The provisions of this chapter apply to the driver of any vehicle ownerd by or used in the service of the United States Government, the state, the county or the city, and it is unlawful for any driver to violate any of the provisions of this chapter, except those vehicles designated as emergency vehicles.  
6) 
Violation – Penalties.  Any person violating the provision of this chapter shall, upon conviction, thereof be punished by a fine of not less than fifteen dollars or more than one hundred dollars.  However, a person charged with not having a permit may not be convicted if within 24 hours the person produces in court or the office of the arresting office a special parking permit previously issued to the person and valid at the time of the citation. 

Section 2

Repealer.
All resolutions, ordinances, and sections of the White Sulphur Springs Municipal Code and parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 3

Severability.  If any provisions of this ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstances is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this ordinance which may be given effect without the invalid provision or application and, to this end, the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable.

Section 4


EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days after second reading and final adoption as provided by law.

Section 5
CODIFICATION.  Upon Final Passage and Adoption, the City Clerk is authorized to publish the foregoing ordinance, making amendments as to referenced code sections, notations, and grammar as well as style to be consistent with the ordinance as passed and shall insert this ordinance and shall remove the prior provisions inconsistent with the current ordinance, as passed and adopted, in any official publication or on-line version of the White Sulphur Springs Municipal Code.
